Historical Moments in Kappa

January 5, 1911: Black-sponsored Greek-letter organizations on the Indiana campus might well have
begun in 1903 with the Alpha Kappa Nu Greek Society, but there were too few registrants to assure
continuing organization. In the fall of 1910 the presence of 10 black men was aimost completely
ignored by white students on the campus of Indiana University. The very thought of a fraternity
provided common interest. The temporary organization was given the name Alpha Omega and on
January 5, 1911, the group came together to form a permanent organization known as Kappa Alpha Nu.
The Fraternity’s purpose was to raise the sights of black youths and stimulating them to
accomplishments higher than might otherwise be realized or even imagined. *
